Fair Housing Myth Buster

Each month, we’ll tackle a common myth or
misconception about fair housing laws.

This Month’s Myth:

“Landlords can say they don’t rent to
people with children because of noise
or property damage concerns.”

Truth:

Nope! Refusing to rent to someone
because they have children is illegal
under the familial status protection in
the Fair Housing Act. That includes
placing families only on certain floors
or steering them away from properties.
